Director Edge explained that the mobile shred truck can shred private documents from various local businesses.  The shredded paper can be recycled for a profit of approximately $135 per ton.  There were five bids received which were all right in line for what grant money-wise was received.  Director Edge recommended the 2016 truck model with 62,000 miles on the chassis and 855 hours on the shred truck.  The shred truck costs $39,900 and has 9,000 pounds of payload.  The City will have to pay for the truck itself at $35,000.
